III.  Essay (100 points).

(The more things change....) You are contemplating one last dollar into the jukebox to sample vintage “The Who” (think Who’s Next?) before you take leave of the Barley House.  As the decision point nears, someone approaches from your left.  Catching her movement out of the corner of your eye, you realize this is the same person who, about two months ago, broke into your revelry with penetrating questions about the American tradition of political thought.

Peering quizzically at you in the twilight hues of this converted 60s bar, your friend inquires after the progress of your courses.  When you mention this class she comes to an intellectual bloom.  Although she never took this course – she claims it is because she heard that Professor Kobylka once kissed Professor Lusztig (on the top of his head, given that Kobylka has a bad back and experiences difficulties bending down), though you think it might have more to do with the rigor of his courses and his expectations for his students – she says that the class would have to be intrinsically uninteresting.
